9.1 Checking the Controls

10.1 Holding and Controlling the Blower

10.2 Selecting Power Level

One of three power levels can be selected to suit the job in
hand. The LEDs indicate the selected power level. The
higher the power lever, the higher the volume of air that
flows from the nozzle.

The selected power level affects the battery’s runtime. The
lower the power level, the longer the runtime.

The LEDs glow and show the power level selected.
